FROM THE SENIOR WARDEN
! My how time ßies when youÕre having fun!  I hope that everyone truly did have fun this summer. Now that 
school has started for most everyone, weÕve gone back to two services and weÕve had our Sunday School Open House, it 
will be ÒBack to BusinessÓ this weekend.  I hope to see everyone at church on Sunday morning and again at the ÒBack 
to BusinessÓ picnic Sunday afternoon.  

! I wanted to update everyone on our August vestry meeting: 

Gable House
! One of  our biggest challenges is the condition of  the Gable House and our plans for moving forward.  The 
vestry has spent a great deal of  time on this subject since our retreat in March and we have formed a committee to 
determine the best path forward.  Dan Cain, chairman of  the Building Committee, reported that a hole had been cut in 
the copy room ßoor to determine why the ßoor was sagging.  Upon inspection, it was revealed that there was no 
banding along the wall and that the ßoor joist was built into the foundation.  While no moisture was present, the joist 
was dry rotted.  Dan felt that the ßoor would have to be removed to a point where the dry rot stopped in order to affect 
repairs.  He also reported that an exterminator had come and inspected the area and found no evidence of  termites in 
the wood.
! Dan also informed the vestry that members of  the Building Committee had met and were developing a road 
map to a decision on what it will take to get the Gable House functional.  The three options discussed were:

¥ Renovate to Code 
¥ Renovate and add-on/reconÞgure to better meet space needs
¥ Demolish the building and build a new structure

! To this end, Tom Foreman was asked to get 2 -3 renovation specialists to come out and, using the inspection 
report from two years ago, provide two quotes.  The Þrst quote would be for the front of  the building (the original 
house) and the second quote would be for the back of  the building (the den area).  We hope to have these quotes by the 
next vestry meeting in early September.
! It was decided that the only way that we can do this renovation correctly would be to better understand the 
current and future functions we want the Gable House to serve.  I asked members of  the vestry for ideas of  needs and 
functions that the Gable House should provide.  I also asked Rev. Schellingerhoudt to bring this up to the staff  for their 
ideas as well.  I would like to pose this question to the church as a whole:  Is the Gable House, in its current 
conÞguration, functional for our needs, today and in the future?  The vestry will, of  course, have a more formal 
mechanism for planning, but at this point it would be helpful to hear from you. Please send any ideas that you have to 
Liz and she can share them with the vestry (liz.stmargarets@gmail.com). 

Dream Wall Items
! It was also decided at the Vestry meeting that, after the ßoors in the sanctuary are reÞnished, all further dream 
wall spending will be tabled until after we investigate the possibility of  new roof  leaks in the parish hall and sacristy.  
The vestry will continue to do further research on the dream wall items, however, so that we are ready to act upon them 
once the rooÞng issues (if  there are any) are resolved.
" Please remember to send your ideas for the Gable House to Liz so that we can discuss them at our next vestry 
meeting.  Also, donÕt forget about Sunday School starting back this Sunday and our ÒBack to BusinessÓ picnic in the 
afternoon.
