The Feast of the Epiphany 
 
  
 This Sunday we will celebrate the Feast of the Epiphany. Epiphany means 
appearance or manifestation and on this feast day we honor the three days 
when Christ was made known to all peoples: 1) the day a star led the Wise Men 
to the manger 2) the day where water was turned to wine at the wedding feast at 
Cana 3) the day where Christ was baptized by John in the Jordan that he might 

save us. Other themes for the day include the presentation of gifts by the Wise Men, incarnation- God’s 
word made flesh, the end of the Christmas season, and light. Epiphany is sometimes referred to as the 
“Feast of Lights” celebrating Christ as the light of the world (John 1:5, 9). It is a time for rejoicing in the 
light that shines amidst our darkness. This light reveals our sin, but more importantly it reveals the one 
who can forgive sins. 

Two customs associated with Epiphany are the “Three Kings” cake and house blessings. The 
“Three Kings” cake is eaten in honor of the three Kings, with one piece often being set aside for God. 
While recipes vary from country to country, the cake always contains some sort of trinket or dried bean. 
The person who receives the piece of cake with the trinket gets to be the King/Queen for the day. 
House blessings are often given during this season as well. The rooms of one’s house are sprinkled with 
Holy water (blessed on Epiphany) by a priest and prayers are offered to protect the house and bring 
blessings to it. 

In this Epiphany season may Christ, the Son of God, be manifest in you, that your lives may be a 
light to the world.
