  There	
  are	
  creative	
  ways	
  of	
  
making	
  the	
  artists’	
  presence	
  known	
  on	
  stage,	
  representing	
  them	
  with	
  pictures	
  or	
  unused	
  music	
  
instruments.	
  On	
  the	
  rare	
  occasion,	
  if	
  the	
  musician’s	
  home	
  country	
  doesn’t	
  Cind	
  out,	
  the	
  musician	
  is	
  
represented	
  by	
  a	
  live	
  phone	
  conversation	
  or	
  by	
  video	
  conference	
  during	
  the	
  performance.

Yes, the Thrift Shop does need you!

WHO?  This shop has been an on-going effort 

for a long time.  In fact, no one seems to know 

exactly when it was started by our church!  So, it has 

a long history & has made a huge difference for many 

people.

WHAT Does It Do?  We sell donated items, 

mostly clothing, at extremely low prices to anyone 

who finds something they can use!  We also supply 

needed items to an Outreach referral from Catherine 

Gordon; this is most nearly always clothing because 

there is not space to store and offer large items such 

as beds, dressers, tables, etc.

WHERE?  The Thrift Shop is located at 222 

Ward Street.

WHEN?  The shop is currently open on Fridays 

from 10 AM to 2PM and on Saturdays from 10 AM 

to 1 PM.

AND, it needs you!  You are needed to volunteer 

to work a shift; this can be done by yourself OR with 

another volunteer OR you can split the shift with 

another volunteer.  The important thing is that you 

be responsible---if you cannot work an assigned shift, 

it is up to you to find a replacement (schedules with 

phone numbers are provided; this is NOT a problem 

to arrange a replacement!)  IF you fail to show up or 

fail to find a replacement, you are letting everyone 

down---the shoppers & the church because the 

money made at the Thrift Shop is put right back into 

our church & its needs.  

What else is needed?  Well, we need a manager 

for the Thrift Shop.  As you know, Liz Key is retiring 

as of December 31, 2010.  She has been very efficient, 

dedicated & has done an excellent job.  Don’t worry 

about “filling her shoes”, tho.  She has the shop so 

well organized, you can’t mess it up!  Another plus is 

that Julie Foreman is the scheduler; so making up a 

schedule is already taken care of!  Please seriously 

consider becoming the next manager for the Thrift 

Shop.
