This is going to require me to sit with them in the 
congregation until they feel comfortable going to Children’s Church on their own. 
 
 It has been my great pleasure to work with St. Margaret’s children over the last 15 
years. They have challenged me as much as I have challenged them, and we have had a lot of 
fun together. I had hoped to continue for one more year since I have two choristers, Catherine 
Lindahl and Brianna Sullivan, who will be seniors in high school next year. These girls have 
been with me since first grade, and I wanted to see them through. Zachary Gordon has been 
with me for many years as well. Then I have two girls just getting started - Elizabeth Cochran 
and Ella Daniel. All of these children have been a joy to work with, and they all deserve better 
than I have been able to give them lately. 
 
 I could not have asked for a more supportive vestry. From the very beginning, you have 
provided everything I asked for the choirs (robes, music, scholarships to choir camp, etc.)  
without complaint and I thank you and honor you for that support. I was a volunteer doing 
what I loved, but you elected to pay me. Again, thank you. 
 
 Thanks for all you do for St. Margaret’s and all you have done for me throughout the 
years.
