It is good to be back among you, blessing animals, making biscuits
and sharing the Eucharist after being on sabbatical
for the last three months.
I am eternally thankful to you, Liz, the Vestry and the
Lilly Foundation for helping make it all possible.
I return to you refreshed and full of stories and photos.

Firenze, Italia was my home for five weeks.
I like to refer to this time as “Eat, Pray and Observe”
I ate some fantastic food - fresh pasta, fresh pastries, fresh everything!
I spent hours, days, weeks wandering through ancient cathedrals
studying and sitting with the art as well as lighting votive candles
as I sent prayers off to the heavens.
I had the luxury of visiting the art museums again and again -
first going through and paying attention to the pieces of art
that captured my heart.
Later returning to sit with the work
before heading to the apartment to research
the piece and the artist.
I watched people - the Italians as well as the tourists.
Contrary to popular notions about Italian men,
I didn’t get pinched and witnessed no pinching.
Watching a tourist face light up when they gazed upon a
work by Michelangelo or Botticelli’s Primavera
was delightful.
I watched the shop owners watch the tourists
leaning on their doorsteps and
usually puffing on a cigarette.

My last weeks abroad were spent in Bayeux, France.
Away from the hustle and bustle of the city,
away from tourists and the internet
I continued to eat amazing food and pray in beautiful cathedrals

but I also slept deeply and wrote daily.
In both places I walked ... a lot. I read that Italians walk an average of
5 miles a day buying groceries, running errands, visiting friends.
I really miss the walking.

I can’t wait to tell you all about it.
